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Technical Information & Practical Solutions





If you can answer YES to the following questions you should fare very well during a Federal or State hazardous waste compliance inspection.  If you answer NO to any of these questions contact EH&S for compliance assistance.  

YES

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Do all persons handling chemical waste have documented training in waste management procedures?

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are wastes accumulated in compatible, leak-proof containers with tight-fitting caps or lids, and away from floor drains or sinks?  

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are incompatible wastes accumulated in separate areas to avoid mixing? 

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are waste containers kept closed with a properly fitting cap when not adding waste?  (Don’t leave a funnel in the container unless it has a spring-loaded lid)

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are waste containers under the control of the waste generator?  (Don’t store waste on window ledges, in hallways or in other public areas.)

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is a UW Hazardous Waste Label affixed to each container as waste is being accumulated? 

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are the contents clearly listed and chemical hazards identified on the Hazardous Waste label?

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Is there less than 55 gallons per waste type in the work area?

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Are out-dated and unneeded chemicals disposed in a timely manner through EH&S?

 FORMCHECKBOX 

Do you know and follow the EH&S notification process for a waste pick-up?

Will You Pass?
The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) has been focusing their attention nationally on hazardous waste compliance at academic institutions and associated health care facilities and hospitals.  To date, the EPA has inspected over 45 colleges and universities and has issued penalties totaling in the millions of dollars as a result of poor laboratory waste management practices.

Later this summer, on behalf of the EPA, the Washington State Department of Ecology will be conducting a hazardous waste compliance inspection at the University of Washington.  The Department of Ecology inspectors will go into your labs, shops and other facilities that handle hazardous materials to audit your hazardous waste management practices. They will also review your written waste management procedures and training documentation.

The Environmental Health and Safety Department’s Environmental Programs Office has developed this Self-Auditing Checklist to help you evaluate your operation’s level of compliance with the regulations.  We strongly urge you to use this evaluation tool and to correct any deficiencies in your practices noted on the checklist.  EH&S provides training on managing chemicals in the workplace on a monthly basis.  The schedule for this training can be found on the EH&S Web Page at:  www.ehs.washington.edu.
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If you use chemical materials at work, you are most likely a generator of hazardous chemical waste.


You may be subject to USEPA and Washington State Department of Ecology regulations.


This self-audit checklist provides a simple means to evaluate your level of compliance with these regulations.


The checklist is based upon the “Top Ten” waste management violations observed by regulatory agencies.
